Palace, one time imperial residence of the
British Viceroys & now residence of the
President of India

» Lotus temple, Completed in 1986, it serves
as the Mother Temple of the Indian
subcontinent

» India Gate, a war memorial raised in
honor of Indian soldiers martyred during
World War 1 & the Afghan war

Humayun’s Tomb a complex of buildings which are among the first example of buildings built
in Indian the Mughal style

Qutab Minar At 72.5m high it is the tallest brick & stone minaret in the world &
one of the most perfect towers ever built

Iron Pillar, which has stood the test of time &
weather & not rusted in 1500 years.

Old Delhi to see the majestic Red Fort, a marvel in
red sandstone &

Jama Masjid, the largest mosque in India. Then take
some time to take rickshaw ride through

Chandni Chowk — the silver street of Old Delhi.

Rajghat — a memorial to Mahatma Gandhi

Swaminarayan Akshardham Temple.

Taj Mahal - One of the Seven man made
Wonders of the World & probably one of
the most perfect buildings ever made, the
Taj Mahal was built in the 17" century.

Red Fort of Agra. Built in red sandstone,
the fort stands like a crescent on the
banks of the Jamuna River enclosed by
forbidding 20-meter high walls, with a 12-
meter moat between them

Fatehpur Sikri, a UNESCO World Heritage site. This 16" century capital of the great Mughal
Emperor Akbar is a complex of forts, palaces & museums

Explore Jaipur or the Pink City starting with an excursion to Amber Fort, situated just outside
the city. Make your ascent to the palace fortress on gaily caparisoned elephants & tour the



chambers and hallways of the palace which are famous for the excellence of their design and
decoration.

» Jantar Mantar is the largest of the five
observatories built by Sawai Jai Singh &
even today is a scientific marvel.

» The Hawa Mahal or the Palace of Winds
was constructed for the royal ladies to
watch the royal processions without being
seen.

» Birla Temple constructed of the finest white
marble which glows when lit up at night.

» Samode - The old caravan city of Samode is
locked up in its walls and dominated by the
castle. Visit the Samode Palace, the Sheesh
Mahal- the hall of mirrors. You can take a
camel cart ride to explore the Samode Fort
and the semi desert village of Samode,
witness the culture and traditions of rural
Rajasthan.

> Jaipur is a shopper’s delight. Kishanpol
Bazaar, Haldiyon Ka Rasta, Mahiharon Ka

Rasta, M.I. Road, Jauhari Bazaar, Bapu
Bazaar, Nehru Bazaar are the main markets of Jaipur
